


























2.3 HEALTH AND EMERGENCY ISSUES
Questions were asked about usage of Health and Emergency services: then users

gave a rating of Excellent, Good, Adequate or Poor.

Health Centre 1127 92% 82%
Hospital 1101 90% 89%
Dentistry 681 55% 55%
Optician (NB: now closed) 429 35% 30%
Podiatry / Chiropody 349 28% 45%

A reasonably high percentage of the local population is elderly and the
accessibility and quality of health care is especially important to this group. The
high ratings given to the Chemist, Health Centre and Hospital means that people
appreciate this aspect of living in Cross Hills and Glusburn.

Suggestions for further improvements included more NHS dentistry provision
and for Podiatry to be relocated in the Health Centre.

Thankfully, not everyone has had need to call Emergency Services, but of those
that have, their perceptions of the local Police and Community Support Officers
are a cause for concern and need to be addressed (see also next section).
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2.4 SAFETY AND POLICING

Respondents were asked what crimes and anti-social behaviour concern them in
our village. The highest scoring concerns were nuisance behaviour (53%), litter
(63%) and dog fouling (70%).

More than 80% of respondents want to retain the police station in Cross Hills,
78% of people were requesting a more visible police presence. Nuisance behaviour
and litter tend to be seen linked to local youth and 58% of people thought that

there should be more activities for young people.

Cross Hills Police Station usually has two members of staff on duty at any one
time with additional cover at weekends when shifts overlap. The area for which
they are responsible is large and dispersed, and police staff have to be available to
respond quickly to emergency calls which may also take them to outlying villages.
There are a number of vehicles parked at the station which can be used for
operational purposes. Residents have difficulty telephoning Cross Hills police
station directly, as their calls may be directed to an answering station elsewhere
in North Yorkshire who may not have the local knowledge necessary to provide
the most efficient response. This feeds the negative perceptions of residents

towards the police service.
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2.5 COMMUNITY FACILITIES, SERVICES AND EVENTS
Glusburn Park is used by over 50% of local people, who were asked to rate

various aspects of its provision.

Good scores were attracted by general maintenance, planting, the skate park and

pathways. Toilets were not used by many and those that did use them thought

them to be poor and a deterrent to using the Park.

Over 67% of people supported Glusburn Institute as an Arts and Community

centre for the area (less than 10% were against). Residents were kept aware of the
work of the Parish Council through notice boards (49%) and the newsletter (38%).
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There was support (40% or more of respondents) for the following: a Good
Neighbours Scheme, Village Gala, Village Bonfire and a monthly newsletter. As
with all facilities provided on a voluntary basis, not everyone can be a passive
consumer and any of these are possible with sufficient help and energy from the
local community.

The questionnaire listed 38 community-based services and asked people to
indicate which they used. Every facility had a score, but the ones that were the
most popular were:

m Events at Glusburn Institute (31%)
m Glusburn Park (54%)

m Library (35%)

m Local footpaths (73%)

Local shops (86%)

m Post Office (87%)

m Public Houses (53%)

We also listed some 30 commercial shops and services ostensibly to check usage,
but there was an ulterior motive which was to remind ourselves and other
residents about the wide range of facilities in the village. What came across was
that most of these facilities are well-used and Cross Hills and Glusburn is far from
being a dormitory village where people travel outside to work and shop. 80% of
respondents said that they like to support local shops, because it saves time, does
not depend on motor vehicles or public transport

74% of respondents thought that residents should make more use of local
businesses; going by the additional comments received, many thought that
businesses could get more support from local residents through ideas such as:

m opening longer hours, particularly in Saturday afternoons
m better promotion of what is available
m aloyalty scheme similar to that running in other villages

m by offering free car parking

Not surprisingly, usage of Local Authority services is high. Satisfaction with
refuse collection, street light maintenance and issuing of bus passes is very high.
There is considerable dissatisfaction with winter weather snow clearance and
assistance with energy conservation, as respondents gave these “poor” ratings of

47% and 51% respectively.

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Winter weather snow clearance will include how quickly and thoroughly
footpaths are cleared of snow. Narrow footpaths are hazardous at any time, but
particularly so when coated with snow or ice.

In terms of Adult Education, the main three reasons stated that would help
people to undertake further education or a training course were: cheaper courses
(27%), more or better information (22%), and locally-based courses (37%).

In terms of finding the funds to pay for improvements that are agreed as a result
of the Parish Plan, 68% of people thought that appropriate grants should be found
and there was equal support (in the range of 23% to 33%) for other measures,
including: Parish precept, Council tax, business sponsorship and community
fundraising.
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2.7 HOUSING
There was not much support for the building of additional homes in Cross Hills
and Glusburn. 41% of respondents objected to any homes being built and, where

there was any support, it was for low cost / affordable houses to rent (22%) or to
buy (25%).

When asked where new houses could be built, 388 people took the trouble to make
suggestions. 52 people thought that brown field sites were suitable and there were
many other individual suggestions of small pieces of land that could be used
without too much despoiling of the village, or overloading of the facilities. Some
respondents could not resist the temptation to suggest that additional houses

could be built in Leeds, Appletreewick or even Morecambe!

A role of this consultation exercise may well be to defend what people appreciate
now and do not want to lose - housing is a good example of this. A very common
reason for coming to or staying in Cross Hills and Glusburn is the semi-rural
nature of the village and the attractiveness of the surrounding countryside:
naturally no one wants to see this spoiled.
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2.8 THE ENVIRONMENT

Consistent with what was recorded earlier, responses in this section indicated that
dealing with litter, above all else, needs to be tackled in order to improve the local
environment.

Studies (1) have shown that the presence of litter greatly encourages further anti-social
behaviour and minor criminal behaviour, as well as spoiling the environment.

The prize for dealing with litter is significant and worthwhile: as well as tackling one
of the highest concerns of residents, success at dealing with litter could well help deal
with other anti-social activities.

Careful consideration has to be given to the
means of tackling this, as common
initiatives such as publicising fines, or a
"battle against litter", or conducting "zero
tolerance" campaigns have been at least
ineffective and at worst have aggravated the
situation. Expecting local schools to fix the
problem of school-children littering would

not address the whole problem (there are

many other causes than just children) and is practically impossible.

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It is proposed that any anti-litter initiative capitalises on methods that have been
proven to work elsewhere. We must discern whether the campaign is better to
have a negative message (such as "stamping out litter") or a positive one (such as
"Glusburn Pride"). We should not underestimate the thinking that needs to be
applied to get the right approach.

Other environmental concerns should not be eclipsed by a single-issue campaign
to deal with litter, but thought should be given as to whether a single initiative can
deal with multiple issues, or whether a number of projects are required.

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3. THE JUNIOR SURVEY

There were 99 responses received from children aged between 5 and 11. Of
these, 43% were boys and 57% were girls.

Over 50% of children used Glusburn Park as their main area for playing out
and 15% used Sutton Park. Others played in their street or on nearby grassed
areas.

They were asked what improvements they wanted in their playing out
area: responses were in free text, rather than restricting them to a menu of
responses. Suggestions included: more play equipment, climbing rocks, spaces
to ride cycles, football nets, and a cafe / ice cream parlour. The idea of a
swimming pool in the village was a very popular suggestion.

They also identified some negative aspects that they wanted changing such as:
less litter, less dog fouling / more bins and to be able to enjoy areas that
excluded teenagers who some felt spoiled play areas or intimidated younger
children.

Over 80% of children said that they walked to school and 34% said that the car
formed part or all of their journey.

4. THE ACTION PLAN

4.1 INTRODUCTION

As a report-producing group, we have concentrated on looking at the highest
priority issues arising out of the survey responses. Typically these are the top two
or three points in each section and particularly where concerns are being
expressed by over 50% of the respondents.

We also acknowledge that there are a number of bodies who potentially have the
power and the resources to investigate further and to take action. The bodies we
are referring to include:

m Glusburn Parish Council

m Craven District Council and its departments

m North Yorkshire County Council and its departments (including the Area
Highways Engineer)

m North Yorkshire Police

m North Yorkshire and York Primary Care NHS Trust

Our approach has been to try and identify where these bodies would be able to deal
with concerns arising from the survey. While some improvements may happen
fairly swiftly through these bodies, we recognise that there may be reasons why
this is not guaranteed to happen; budget may have been diverted to deal with
pressing problems in other locales, there may not be agreement as to what is the
right solution and there may not be sufficient money to address all needs.

We have been very conscious of the potential problem of raising expectations
through the publication of this report and must therefore emphasise the
following points:

m The action plan (see section 4.4) is a list of aspirations with no guarantee of
delivery

m The action plan as published is not exhaustive - there are many other solutions
that may be possible to the issues identified and many of these could be under
"local control" rather than depending on external bodies for implementation

m Success in action will be highly dependent on the extent of community
involvement from now onwards
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4.2 TAKING THE PLAN FORWARD INTO IMPLEMENTATION

Following the publication and presentation of this document, an Action Group
will be required to take the findings and act upon them. This group needs to be
recruited from the local community and has yet to be formed. We hope that this
will not be seen as onerous and it will be a great opportunity for residents to join
with like-minded people to address issues of shared concern. Volunteers for the
Action Group could specialise in areas of particular interest to themselves, rather
than having to feel obliged to get involved in all areas,

The Parish Plan Steering Group who produced the report would like to help with
the formation and running of the Action Group in the following ways:

m by helping to outline a potential structure and terms of reference for the
Action Group and by encouraging people to join it

m by attending / leading at least one meeting and providing practical support

In addition, some members of the report-producing group may be interested in
joining the Action Group.

4.3 SUGGESTED ACTION GROUP(S)

The structure of the Action Group is to be determined, but it may be more
manageable and productive as a collection of smaller groups, each dealing with a
particular area of interest.

These groups may or may not take on some of the following activities:

m confirming relevant initiatives that are already in the pipeline

m investigating what other parishes have successfully done to tackle the same or
similar problems

m determining what actions can be taken locally through existing agencies and
delegated funding

m challenging perceptions with figures where these are available

® instituting new measurements, so that improvement becomes less subjective
and more objective

m identify sources of funding or sponsorship

m identify where additional paid help would be helpful or essential
